Now we`re at the end of 2018 here`s a quick look back at just             
some of the things women have achieved in the past 100 years.                                                                                                                    
Although womenôs suffrage was a pivotal moment in the battle for      
equality, in 1918 women still faced many forms of discrimination.                                         
Here are just a few examples of the things women were prevented                   
from doing by law a century ago that we almost take for granted today.                                                       
Women were not considered a ôpersonõ in the eyes of the law.                                                                 
To work in the legal profession and civil service or become an accountant or lawyer was not 
possible.  Women were unable to serve on a jury or as a magistrate until the Sex                        
Disqualification (Removal) Act 1919 was passed.  In the 1970s, women could legally be              
refused the right to go for a drink unaccompanied and women could also be refused service    
for spending their own money in a pub up until a law change in 1982.                                                         
Women could not inherit and bequeath property on the same terms as men.                                                      
To prosecute and/or report a spouse for marital rape or obtain a court order against a violent 
husband was illegal.  It was not until 1991 that the House of Lords made rape in marriage a 
criminal offence in the UK.  Lawmakers ruled the 250-year-old law was óanachronistic and     
offensiveô, adding: òA rapist remains a rapist and is subject to the criminal law,                       
irrespective of his relationship with his victim.ó                                                                                                                                                                                  
It wasnõt until 1975 that women could open a bank account in their own name.                                       
Single women still couldn't apply for a loan or credit card in their own name without a signature 
from their father, even if they earned more. This law remained until as recently as the                   
mid-seventies.  Working women were also refused mortgages in the seventies, unless they 
could secure the signature of a male guarantor.  Women did not have a right to equal pay.  
Equal pay is still an issue today, with women losing out on nearly £140bn a year due to 
the gender pay gap.                                                                                                                              
Today, women can still be forced to wear heels by their employer.  There have been calls 
for a ban on ñsexistò dress codes which force women to wear high heels to work.  This has 
been rejected by the Government.  It means that employers can continue to insist that female          
employees wear heels, providing it is considered a job requirement and men are made to   
dress to an "equivalent level of smartness".                                                                                                                                                                   
Women could not sit in the House of Lords.  It was only after The Life Peerages Act 1958 that 
women were entitled to sit in the House of Lords for the first time.  Baroness Swanborough, 
Lady Reading and Baroness Barbara Wootton were the first women to take their seats.     
Finally, in celebrating this last century, any list of amazing women should also include     

Ethel Smyth (pictured left) particularly on a list of female            
composers.  Her best-known composition is likely to be      
`The March of the Woman.`  This was composed for the              
Suffragettes.  Sir Thomas Beecham visited her in Holloway 
Prison whilst she served a two month sentence for `stone 
throwing`.  He said ñ I arrived in the main courtyard to find the 
noble company of martyrs marching around it singing lustily  
their war chant  `March of the Woman`, while the composer 
(Ethel) beaming approbation from an overlooking window,  

beat time in almost Bacchic frenzy with a toothbrush.ò

Keeping Young and Beautiful in Victorian England. 
During the Victorian era, many people died of consumption 
(tuberculosis) and the society had  a creepy fascination with death.  
ñThe Ugly-Girl Papersò by S.D. Powers declared that the clearest,  
most beautiful complexions were seen on people in the earliest        
stages of consumption.  Women with consumption were constantly 
vomiting blood, and Powers claimed that this was purging the               
impurities from their body, which made their skin clear and white.                                            
To replicate this, she advised women to eat very little.  Just enough to function while also 
weakening their bodies.  Powers suggested a meal plan that consisted of a handful of       
strawberries for breakfast, half an orange for lunch, and cherries for dinner and, if you really 
must, some warm broth, too.  
Powers also believed that ammonium carbonate and powdered charcoal was a must in any 
womanôs beauty regime.  These toxic chemicals were supposed to sit on womenôs faces.  
Women were instructed to take a variety of medications every three months to ñpurifyò their 
blood, although they were really making themselves sick to achieve the look of being close to 
death.  Having an extremely pale, fair complexion was important to women in the 1800s.     
Upper-class women wanted to show that they were wealthy enough not to have to work in the 
hot sun.  They wanted their skin to be so pale that it was ñtranslucentò and thought that it was 
attractive for women to look sickly or dead.  She recommended that women coat their faces in 
trace amounts of opium from lettuce leaves overnight and wash their faces with ammonia in  
the morning to ensure that they would always look as fresh and pale as possible.  Arsenic   
wafers were supposed to remove freckles and tans, making women look younger and more 
attractive. They were fully aware that arsenic was poisonous and addictive but chose to do it 

anyway for the sake of achieving their ideal beauty.                                                                                                                                    

In the 1800s, curly hair was popular.  Early curling irons were tongs that needed to be     
heated in a fire.  If the curling iron was pulled out of the fire and applied to the hair too quickly,  
it would be so hot that the hair would literally burn away.  Baldness became a widespread      
problem for women, so they tried multiple remedies of teas and medicines, even bathing with 
ammonia and water to stimulate growth.  Exposure to ammonia can cause respiratory        
problems, burn the skin and can also cause blindness.  S.D. Powers suggested a mixture of 
equal parts sulphate of quinine and aromatic tincture for baldness and loss of oneôs eyebrows 
in a fire.                                                                                                                          
During the Victorian era, many men and women were unhappy with the noses with which 
they had been born.  There were a variety of companies that manufactured ñnose shapersò or 
ñnose machines.ò These metal devices were strapped to a personôs face to squeeze the soft 

cartilage of their nose to be smaller or straighter than it was before. 

Corsets were worn to make womenõs waists as tiny as possible.  To lose weight, some    
women would swallow a tapeworm pill on purpose.  The worm would hatch inside the stomach 
and devour any food eaten by the woman.  After dieting, the woman would take pills to kill the   
tapeworm but it was also believed that sitting in front of a bowl of milk with your mouth open 
would entice the worms to crawl out on their own. However, tapeworms can grow as long as 9 
meters (30 ft), so even if that method worked, people could choke in the process..

Along with the near-dead colour of their faces, women with tuberculosis were known for 
having dilated pupils and watery eyes.  In Victorian England, women with large pupils were 
considered extremely beautiful.  To achieve this look, they would use eyedrops containing 
nightshade from the Belladonna plant.  The plant is one of the most poisonous plants in       
existence.  Consuming a couple of berries or a leaf can be fatal.  In smaller doses, the poison 
may cause irritable  bowels, rashes, swelling, and even blindness. Women of the Victorian era 
knew of these dangers and continued to use this poison anyway. 
For dental hygiene, S.D. Powers recommended swallowing a teaspoon of poisonous          
ammonia mixed in a glass of water to improve the breath and prevent the decay of teeth for 
someone with an ñacid stomach,ò which we now call acid reflux.  The author recommended that 
if someoneôs teeth were beginning to rot, they should use a mouthwash made with brandy, 
spirits of camphor, and myrrh.  Swallowing spirits of camphor can lead to death, although it is 
used for infections and healing in vapor rubs.  For toothaches, cocaine lozenges were easily 
available for purchase at a local pharmacy. They were also believed to cure coughs and colds. 

These lozenges were popular and people became unwittingly addicted to them.  

For hair removal, S.D. Powers had a variety of suggestions for this, including whitening your 
forearms and removing hair at the same time by using chloride of lime followed by a vinegar 
rinse.  This is a chemical used to bleach cotton.  She told women to do this by an open window 
and admitted that the chemical can eat away your skin if left on for too long. 
Fine Victorian women did not wear eye shadow.  Since women wanted to look as natural as 
possible and did not want to be pegged as a `fallen woman`, they mainly focused on their   
complexions. They used little eye makeup and focused more on sculpting and filling in their 
eyebrows. They used homemade creams above their eyes to make them stand out.                 
Some made light brown eye shadow out of cold cream and crushed cochineal beetles.                   
It was rare for anyone to wear eye shadow purchased from a store, which was called òeye 
paintó in the Victorian period.  However, when a prostitute or a daring Victorian lady decided to 
try eye paint on a special occasion, she was plastering on cosmetics made from deadly     
chemicals.  These included red and white lead to colour the paint as well as mercuric sulphide.                              
The cosmetics also contained antimony, cinnabar, and vermilion.                                                      
These chemicals poisoned the body and mercury is even known to cause insanity.  
  

Arsenic Baths. Lola Montez, a famous actress during the Victorian era, wrote her own book 
called ñThe Arts of Beauty, or Secrets of A Ladyôs Toiletò.  Whilst travelling in Bohemia, she 
learned that it was common for women to take baths in, and drink out of, arsenic springs.        
She admitted that it was dangerous, but at the same time, she admired how wonderful their 
skin looked as a result.                                                                                                                            
Arsenic is commonly used as a poison to kill rats, and it was easily attainable at        
pharmacies during the Victorian era.
